I would like to invite you to the 17th  Catholic  Publishers  Fair that will take place on April 8-10, 2011. As before, 
the Fair will be held in Warsaw, in Kubicki Arcades of the Royal Castle (Plac Zamkowy 4, 00-277 Warsaw). 
Kubicki Arcades, located in a historic centre of capital, is a place where many expositions, fairs and cultural events 
take place. The former edition of our Fair proved it to be a good place for this continuously developing event.

That’s why I would like to encourage the Exhibitors to prepare 
numerous promotional and authors meetings. These events will determine mostly the perception of the 17th Fair 
by the media and the audience, and eventually encourage the latter to visit the Fair stands. 
 
I also invite and encourage the Publishers to present their books published in 2010 for the 13 th edition of the 
Catholic Publishers Association Award FENIKS 2011. Relevant materials have been sent to you via email. You 
can also find them enclosed to the Fair correspondence.
